But covering most of 

the room, there are walls 

of shelves containing 

books naming lan-

guages without the Bi-

ble. There were hun-

dreds of languages with-

out the Scriptures. 

 There are over 

900,000 chapters waiting 

to be translated. We 

don’t often pause to 

thank God that we have 

the Bible in our own lan-

guage. 

The visitors can nev-

er forget what they saw 

and heard.
